Working when inspired, he uses media including oils,
acrylics, watercolors, scratch boards, and photography, Larry cap-
tures the scenes and objects that are most meaningful to him as a
passion instead of a profession.

Larry is most comfortable in the outdoors, whether it is hunting or
sitting in a tree with a camera for hours, he cherishes what mother
nature has created. He seems to live by the beat of the land, feeling
its colors and vibrations, watching it evolve. It shows in his artwork
and his outlook on life itself.

Born in 1943, in Johnstown, PA, where his hometown was also dev-
astated by floods in 1936, the same time as Point of Rocks. Larry’s
father worked in the coal mines, giving him a chance to observe
inside the mines long enough to know he was destined for other
places. Much of what he knows about nature came from the great
times he shared with his father in the wilds of Pennsylvania - some-
thing that gave both of them a great kinship.

At Johnstown Central High, Larry graduated as a Scholastic Art
Honor Student, and with a scholarship in hand, was off to attend
Columbus (Ohio) College of Art & Design. Later schooling at a
private art studio in Coburn, PA, in portraiture and figure drawing,
gave opportunities to work with his favorite instructor. He also
attended Frederick Community College, University of Maryland,
and Graduate School - U.S. Dept. of Agriculture.

From 6th grade through high school, his spending money came from
delivering newspapers. Later he was a house painter and landscaper.

Starting in 1963, work at the National Geographic Society led to
becoming the Graphic Design Manager at the fulfillment center in
Gaithersburg. Retiring in 1994 after 31 years, he was now up for
even more opportunities in life. Leaving his mark with the Society
was one of his photos being published in the NGS Magazine or a
study of snow drifts. Quite a recognition.

Well known around National Geographic as THE preferred wedding
photographer, Larry was always in demand. He must have done
well to have satisfied that tough crowd—NGS knew what a good
photo was and their employees and associates knew it was Larry that
could deliver.
